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Key Skills
Children should be able to count up to
10 and back. Compare numbers to 10

and recognise the composition of
numbers from 1 to 10.

Children should be practising phonics at
home. When writing, children should
sound out the word slowly in order to

hear all of the letter sounds they need
to spell the word. It is recommended to
use their phonics fingers when sounding
out the phonemes.

Children should practise writing their
letters correctly and write their names
independently.
